Certain examples of community
service include, peer tutoring at the BCCS
Lower School, working at food banks
across Boston, volunteering at local
community centers and Boys and Girls
clubs, ad volunteer work at local places of
worship. Volunteer hours must be verified
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by an adult and this adult nahbeyour
parent or guardia@nce verified, you
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To make it easier and give it more
time, students can start your community
service in the second semester of 8th
grade. If it were to be spread out over four
and half years, their service requirement is
only about 20 minutes per week. If you
have any queshs regarding community
service hours or opportunities, you should
meet with Ms. Montesano in the High
School Main office or schedule an
appointment with Ms. Morland.

Red Sox Win the World Series

The Red Sox won theimth World Series championship on October 28th, finishing off the Los Angeles
Dodgers in five games. The Red Sox have won their fourth World Series in the past fourteen years, dating be
2004. The Sox were led by brilliant performances from finsianaSéeve Pearce, designated hitter J.D. Martinez
and center fielder Jackie Bradleyalong with pitchers Chris Sale, Nathan Eovaldi, David Price and Joe Kelly.
Pearce was given the 2018 World Series Most Valuable Player after hitting two clutes ind&seme 5 at Los
